If you are aged under 60 and living in England you are entitled to prescription exemption for 5 years. Please speak to your Breast Care Nurse if you have not been given an exemption form

Post Surgery bra fitting

There is no official bra fitting service in Herefordshire. We advise that after any breast surgery that you wear a fully supportive non-wired bra with high side supports for 6 weeks after surgery to reduce, discomfort, bruising and swelling. For further advice speak to your breast care nurse.
